LPR-SAFE consists of two redundant radar measuring sections that transmit distance values to a fail-safe Siemens S7 PLC, where the measured distances are checked for plausibility in a certified function block (compliant with EN ISO 13849 PLd).
The port as a digital twin
Symeo is not only taking part in TOC Europe to establish itself as a technology partner for port operators. The company is also looking for partners to develop new radar applications for ports and container terminals. The technology developed by Symeo in the field of high-resolution imaging radar can be used to capture digital twins of the infrastructure or current warehouse situations and use them to control movements.
